DATE:  September 1, 2011 
 
Effective September 1, 2011 the cost of SC National Register of Historic Places bronze plaques 
will increase to $125.00 (postage and handling charges included).  Because the price of metals 
and production has increased as well as the shipping costs, we are increasing the price of the 
plaque to cover those increases. The SC State Historic Preservation Office does not profit from 
the sale of National Register plaques and have increased the fee only to cover the base costs of 
production, engraving and shipping. We apologize for any inconvenience that this may cause 
property owners.
